 SYLLABUS & SCHEME FOR EXAMINATION: 
 
 The examination shall be conducted in two parts: 

 

 PART-I:  The syllabus and scheme for such examination shall be framed by the Commission in  consultation with 

the Transport Department, Govt. of W.B.  

  
 PART-II:   Candidates will be called to PART-II (Personality Test) on the basis of the ranks in PART-I 
 Examination.  The Personality Test will be conducted by the Commission.  
  
 Final Merit List will be prepared on the basis of the total marks obtained in PART-I & PART-II  Examinations 
taken together.  
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Fee: Rs. 160/- (Rupees one hundred sixty) only. In addition to that, the candidates will be charged as follows:

                I N F O R M A T I O N 

 
1.           SUBMISSION   OF   MORE   THAN   ONE   APPLICATION FOR ONE PARTICULAR POST IS STRICTLY FORBIDDEN. THE 

CANDIDATURE OF A CANDIDATE WHO SUBMITS MORE THAN ONE APPLICATION FOR ADMISSION TO THE 
SELECTION PROCEDURE, WILL BE CANCELLED EVEN IF HE/SHE IS ADMITTED TO THE SAME. 

 
2.   The qualifications prescribed in the advertisement are as per the notified recruitment rules issued by 

Government. 
 
3.    All the degrees/diplomas/certificates mentioned in the advertisement must have been obtained from recognized 

Universities/Institutions. 
 
4.   The Commission may fix qualifying cut-off marks for all the categories of the vacancies in each level of 

examination, i.e. written, interview and aggregate.  
 IN THE CASE OF WRITTEN TEST, CANDIDATES SUFFERING FROM BLINDNESS OR LOW VISION WILL BE ALLOWED 

THE HELP OF A SCRIBE, IF REQUIRED. THE SCRIBE SHOULD NOT POSSESS EDUCATIONAL QUALIFICATION HIGHER 
THAN THE REQUISITE QUALIFICATION FOR THE POST.
